Joint Air and Missile Defense


The increasing range and speed of air and missile threats — and their potential to deliver weapons of mass destruction —place a high priority on the integration of air and missile defenses.��The quintessential joint interdependency challenge is achieving the right amount and combination of effects--regardless of service dimension--at the ranges and speeds required.��The services will build on their history of cooperation such as the recent merger of the Army and Marine Corps programs to defend against cruise missile attacks. ��The common operational architectures will provide a foundation as collaboration continues on programs including:

Joint Sustainment


All the services have key sustainment interdependencies and will experience even more in an expeditionary environment. ��Sustaining the Joint Force across shared ports of embarkation/debarkation, and air, ground and sea lines of communication is a Joint Force Commander's responsibility.��Developing new management and technological strategies among the Army and its sister services will meet the pressing demand for a joint, end-to-end logistics structure that permits reliable support for simultaneous deployment, employment and sustainment operations. ��Where it is the dominant service the Army will work toward transforming its current Theater Support Commands into regional joint logistics commands, subordinate to the regional combatant commander.
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
