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Summary.  This pamphlet provides official office symbols for Headquarters, U.S. Army Training and Doctrine Command (HQ TRADOC) staff, schools, activities, and miscellaneous units.  This revision includes staff realignments resulting from transformation initiatives.

Applicability.  This pamphlet applies to HQ TRADOC and all agencies that prepare correspondence to or from HQ TRADOC.

1.  Purpose.  This pamphlet provides a listing of official office symbols for HQ TRADOC staff, major subordinate commands (MSCs), schools, and miscellaneous activities.  

2.  Reference.  TRADOC Reg 10-5 (Organization and Functions) is a required publication.

3.  Office symbol structure for HQ TRADOC.  
    a.  The CIO establishes office symbols for HQ TRADOC, as follows, consistent with the organizational structure shown in TRADOC Reg 10-5:

        (1)  Office symbols are limited to not more than seven letters.  Place hyphens between the fourth and fifth letters. 

        (2)  Headquarters, Department of the Army assigned the first two letters (i.e., “AT”) to U.S. Army Training and Doctrine Command. 

        (3)  The third and fourth letters represent the Command Group and general and special staff offices. 

        (4)  After the hyphen, the fifth letter represents a directorate, a comparable element, or next organizational element below general and special staff level. 

        (5)  The sixth letter represents a division, a comparable element, or next lower organizational level.

        (6)  The seventh letter represents a branch, comparable element, or the next lower organizational element. 

        (7)  Use the letter “Z” as the fifth letter for the immediate office of the head of a general or special staff office.  Use the letter “Z” in conjunction with the letters “A” through “W” to represent officials in the office.

        (8)  Use the letter “X” as the sixth letter for the executive officer of general or special staff offices. 

    b.  Office symbols for HQ TRADOC are listed in appendix A.  Do not change office symbols solely because of a name change for an activity. 

4.  General guidelines for MSCs, schools, and miscellaneous activities.  Commanders of MSCs, field operating activities (FOAs), schools, and the listed miscellaneous activities (see apps B, C, and D) establish office symbols for their organizations as follows:

    a.  Limit office symbols to not more than nine letters.
    b.  The first four letters are fixed by this pamphlet and do not change.  

    c.  Place hyphens between the fourth and fifth letters and the seventh and eighth letters.
    d.  Construct these symbols in a manner similar to that used for HQ TRADOC (see para 3, above).
5.  Changes to office symbols.  Army Accessions Command, Futures Center, and Deputy Chiefs of General and Chiefs of Special Staff Offices, HQ TRADOC, will send requests for changes to CIO (ATIM-T) or atim@monroe.army.mil.  Coordinate all changes in organizational structure with Commander, TRADOC (ATIM-T), 84 Patch Road, Fort Monroe, VA 23651-1051, prior to implementation, for assignment or deletion of office symbols.  Notify the NETCOM Region-Fort Monroe Mail and Distribution Center (ATZG-BO-PR) of approved office symbol changes for proper routing and distribution of mail.
