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C-2.  Purpose



Purpose
The purpose of the ITRO is to improve the cost effectiveness and standardization of training conducted by the Services by collocating or consolidating training where appropriate.





C-3.  ITRO Consolidated Course



Consolidated Course
An ITRO consolidated course consists of a curriculum developed by two or more Services.  The course faculty is normally multi-Service.  The curriculum may be common throughout or consist of a common core plus Service-unique tracks.  Training policies, directives, materials and personnel requirements are determined by mutual agreement between the Services involved.  ITRO procedures and formulas are used to determine manpower requirements for both common and service-unique portions of consolidated courses.






C-4.  ITRO Collocated Course




Collocated Course
An ITRO collocated course is used by one or more Services on another Service's installation, with shared classroom facilities and equipment.  Training policies, curriculum, and instructor requirements are determined by the Service(s) conducting the training.






C-5.  TRAS Submission Requirements at Non-Army Locations




Non-Army Locations
Specific CAD and POI submission requirements for interservice courses conducted at non-Army locations are:


· ITRO collocated courses which are Army-unique are addressed in ITP and require CAD and POI submissions.  POI will be prepared in accordance with this regulation and will be validated by TMA.


· ITRO consolidated courses require CAD submissions.  A copy of the host service's ITRO manpower computation sheets must accompany the CAD submission.  The Army ITRO Manpower Analysis Subcommittee member will have already reviewed the resource requirement.  The host and participating services through ITRO procedures and/or agreements jointly approve the instructor contact hours (ICH) and optimum class size (OCS) for consolidated courses.  TMA does not validate consolidated courses.  In addition, a copy of the host service's POI-equivalent document should be provided for information purposes when available.






C-6.  TRAS Submission Requirements at Army Locations




Army Locations
Specific CAD and POI submission requirements for interservice courses conducted at Army locations are--


· ITRO collocated courses for other services require CAD submissions only to ensure the ATRRS data base is kept current.  Curriculum development, course revisions, instructor resourcing and conduct of ITRO collocated courses are the sole responsibility of the using service.  The host service is responsible for providing facilities (classroom and barracks) and equipment.  Army unique collocated courses require TMA validation.


· ITRO consolidated courses require CAD and POI submissions as specified in this regulation.  Curriculum development, training strategies, and instructor requirements are determined by mutual agreement among the services involved.  Written concurrence from other participating Services must accompany CAD and POI submissions. ITRO approved ICH are used.






C-7.  Quota Course





A quota course is a course managed, controlled and conducted by one Service (or agency) which may be used by another Service to satisfy a training requirement when space is available.  Although quota courses satisfy interservice training needs, they are not considered ITRO courses.  The Service desiring training must request and obtain quotas from the Service conducting the course.  A participating Service in a quota course does not have curriculum input and uses the course exactly as presented to host Service members.  Training policies and instructor requirements are determined by the Service conducting the training.





Army attendance at other services' courses on a quota basis for which there is an instructor requirement require CAD submissions.  These situations must be identified to the Interservice Training Office (ATTG-ITRO) to determine if an ITRO agreement is required.  In the interim, a copy of the host service's instructor computations must accompany the CAD submission.  If available, a copy of the host Service's POI-equivalent document should be provided for information purposes.
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
